About the Annual AYBA Scholarships:

The AYBA will award two (2) non-renewable $500 scholarships annually, one to a graduating
student from Agoura HS and the second to a graduating student from Oak Park HS. The
recipients of the award must be enrolling in an accredited 2-year or 4-year college or university in
the Fall of the calendar year the scholarship is awarded. The award will be payable to the
Recipient and is to be used for tuition. This scholarship is not based on financial need. Family
members of AYBA Selection Committee are not eligible.

Selection Criteria:

The applicant must have played on or coached a AYBA team, or worked or volunteered in some
other capacity within AYBA programs (e.g. served as a referee, scorekeeper, clinic participant,
etc.) for at least two seasons. A minimum 3.0 GPA is required.

Application Process:

The application materials required are: (1) the completed application form attached to this page,
(2) a personal statement of 500 words or less, (3) a copy of your official high school transcript (to
verify their GPA) and (4) a reference from a teacher, boss, coach, player, teammate, etc. on the
attached form.

Personal Statement Guidelines:

The personal statement should be typewritten on letter-size paper (8.5 x 11”) and include: (i)
information about yourself and your interests, (ii) your college plans and career goals, if known,
(iii) how your participation in AYBA has helped you or others, and (iv) why you feel you should
be chosen for the scholarship.
